The biological section of the NSD has aceredited graduates in ecology for the past
several vears. The chemical section of the NSD and GGD have started to train experts
in the concentration of ecology and the rational use of natural resources. The institutes
of 51} RAS deal with the problems of chemistry and biology conduct research in global
ecology.

The ED teaching stafl and rescarchers of the Institute of Economics of 51D RAS train
experts and conduct research in the fields of economics and ecology.

The HDY and PD, with the support of the combined Institute of History, Philology
and Philosophy of 513 RAS train experts and conduct research in culture, history,
philosophy and languages of Siberian peoples.

. Results to be expected:

The International UNESCO Department will become the Siberian Center of funda-
mental research in the basic spheres of the development of society and long-term inter-
national collaboration of industrialized and less-developed countries. Development of
international relations will be earried aut in the framework of UNITVIN plans.
