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Dear Professor ]J.Klerks, T T

Your proposal to establish the International Centre on
Active Tectonics Studies we discussed with Professors
N. A. Logachev and N.L.Dobretsov. In our view the activities of
this Centre might also involve studying natural catastrophes.
The orientation of the International Centre to deal with the
problems aimed at the risk assessment during the construction
and maintenance of large industrial and civil buildings would
allow to conduct important research and solve applied problems,
thus justifying state expenses with useful economically
beneficial recommendations.

The selection of the Baikal rift zone as a basic object is
fully justified as there are wvery explicit signs of
neotectonics, active faults and high seismicity within general
extension of lithosphere. Of no less importance is the fact that
lying to the south and south-east of the Baikal rift on the
territory of Transbaikalia and Mongolia are zones of active
faults formed under the conditions of lithosphere compression.
This interrelation of two geodynamic regimes makes  very
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favorable conditions for developing updated instrumentation and
structural methods of assessing the present tectonical activity
of the Earth’s Crust.

I support vour idea that the Institute of the Earth’'s Crust
be the basic organization for the International Centre of Active
Tectonics Studies. This Institute has a great eXperience in
studving the present geodynamic lithosphere activity of East
Siberia and Mongolia, and highly-skilled specialists in the
field, as well as the necessary infrastructure (laboratory
buildings, facilities, transportation). In addition to this I
would 1like to inform you that other institutes of the Siberian
Branch, first of all, the Institute of Geology and Geophysics in
Novosibirsk, also have well-qualified specialists active in this
field, and might take part in the work of this Centre.

I asked Prof. N.Logachev and Dr. Levi to prepare a draft
statute of the International Centre on Active Tectonics and
Natural Catastrophes Studies, and to hold, with your approval,
the first founding meeting in Irkutsk in November-December,
1992, inviting researchers from other interested countries
(Italy, France, USA, Germany, China, Mongolia, Japan, and
others).
