Dear Professor Koptyug:

When we read your article in Soviet Life in which you mentioned a special
school for youth talented in mathematics and science, my husband and I recalled
meeting vou at a computer conmference in 1978. It was a particular pleasure to
become acquainted with you and your wife at that time. Your wife, knowing that |
was a secondary school teacher, was kind enough to arrange 2 visit to a school and
a kindergarden in Academgorodok. Since then ] have corresponded and exchanged
teaching materials with Sveta Roman, one of the English teachers in that school.

Since Gera Millar, another instructor in Russian, and [ teach in a special
school here, we thought that it would be of great interest for our students to
correspond (in Russian or in English) with children in the special school there.
From the enclosed article, published in our paper recently, you will understand
the special nature of the school. University High School is connected with the
University of I11inois. It was founded in 19271 as a teacher training school. Our
students are especially gifted in mathematics and the English language. They are
admitted to our school by entrance examination. Three of our former students have

received Hobel Prizes.

The characteristics of our students - not only talented in mathematics and
the English language but also im science and foreign languages - are very close
to those of the students at the special school there. [n addition we have used
computer-assisted instruction for many years in the school. For example, we have
for several years been creating programs for microcomputers for teaching foreign
languages and a number of other subjects. Our programs, methods and materials are
now in use not only in our school, but in other schools in this country. [f some
of the special school teaching staff would be interested in discussing problems in
choosing or developing computer materials, we would be glad to help.

Last Spring twenty students and several teachers from our school visited
Moscow and Leningrad. This trip, and in particular our visit to a special school
in Leningrad, was remarkably interesting for our students. We think that closer
relationships between students and teachers of both schools could possibly lead in
the future to exchange visits of students and teachers betwéen schools. 5Such a
direct connection, as well as affording an exchange of ‘matérials and work experience,
would improve the friendly feelings between students, teachers and schools in our

two countries,

Keptyug.
